LIMBS:  Should be reasonably fresh and solid (no stacks of rotten wood). Should be no larger than 6″ in diameter and no 
longer than 12 feet. Should be stacked in one pile, turned parallel to the edge of the street. (**Do not put next to light 
poles) SMALL BRUSH: Should be bundled and tied with string or twine. Hedge trimmings will be accepted if bundled. No 
grass clippings accepted.
